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GUIDELINES FOR RECORDING EVIDENCE OF
VULNERABLE WITNESSES IN CRIMINAL MATTERS

PRIEAMBILIE

Whercas 1tois expedient 10 ensure a fair wial o all
stakeholders including witnesses; 1o clicit and secure complele,
accurate  and rchiable  evidence I"::om vulnerable  witnesses; 10
minimize harm or sccondary victimization of vulnerable witncsses
in anticipation and participation in the criminal justice system; 1o
curb the menace of perjury; 10 sceure vight to privacy and to

improve the respanse of the justice dispensation system;

And whereas. the Hon'ble Supreme Court in Smirti
Tukaram Buadade vs. Stare of Maharashtra and Anr., 2022 SCC
Onl.inc SC 78 has cast a duty on the High Courts 1o adopt and
notily Vulnerable Witnesses Deposition Centers Scheme:

B it formulated by the High Cowrt of Madhya Pradesh as
follows:

l. Short title, extent and commencement —
(1) These guidelines may be called as the Guidcelines for
Recording  Fvidenee of Vulnerable Witnesses in
Criminal Matters, 2022,

Construction of the Goidelines — The guidelines shall be
liberally construed o uphold the interesis of vulnerable
witnesses and to promote their maximum accommodation
without prejudice to the right of the accused to fair trial, and

to secure complete justice,

Guidelines not in derogation of any other law — These
guidelines shall be in addiuon 1o and not in derogation of the

yovisions ol any other applicable taw. rule or eundeline.

Definitions — In these guidelines, unless the  context

otherwise requires:—

()  Best Interests — means circumstances and conditions
most congental for security, protection ol the witness,
most encouraging 1o his/her physical, psvchological and
emotional development and  also includes  available
altlernatives  for  safeguarding  the  growth  and

development of a vulnerable witness.

(b) Concealing  ldentity — means and  includes  any
condition  prohibiting  publication ol the name,
parcntage. address and other particulars which may lead

10 identification of a vilnerable wilness.

(¢)  Court Room - means video conferencing room.
witness deposition centre or olTice/room of the District

Legal Services Authority or any other place where a

Deseriptive Aid = mean and include a human figure

modcel or anatomicat doll ar a picture or anatomical

diagrams or any other aid, as may be decmed

Devetopmental Level — vefers to specific growth phase
of a person including physically or mentally ill person in
which most individual are expected to behave and
function in relation to the advancement ol their physical,

socio-cconomical, cognitive and moral abilitics.

Facilitator — means a person appointed (o assist a
vulnerable witness in elfectively  communicating  at
various stages of proceedings and coardinate with other

stakeholders For the purposc.

In-camera Proceedings — mean procecdings carried out
in private, in the absence of the public and the press and
in such proceedings, only those persons are allowed

whosc presence is necessary and specified by the Court.

Live Lank — means and inciudes a live television link,
audio-videa  clectronic means or other arrangement
whereby a witness, while absent from the court room is
nevertheless present and  can give cvidence  using

technology by remote communication.

Sceondary Victimization — means viclimization that
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occurs not as a direct result of a criminal act but through

the responsc ol institutions or individuals o the victim,

Special Measures — mean and include use ol any mode,
mcthod  and instrument  considered  necessary  for
providing assistance in recording  deposition of a

vulnerable wiiness.

Support Person — mcans a person appointed by the
Court or by any other authority under any applicable
law or rules or gwdelines, w0 provide  support,
accompany and assist a vulnerable witness o tesufy or

attend judicial proceedings.

Vulnerable Witness — means a witness who lalls within
any of the lollowing categories:

(i} A child who has not compleied 18 vears of age;
(1) Age neutral victim ol sexual assauly;

(iti)  Gender neutral victim of sexual assault;

(1v)  Agc and gender neutral vicum of sexual assault
under Sectnion 334 and 377 ol the Indian Penal

Codce, 1860;

(v)  Winess suflering From “mental illness™  as
dehned  under Secuon  2(s) of the Mental
Healthcare Act, 2017;

(vi) Any wilness decmed 10 have a threat perception

under the Witness Protection Scheme, 2018 of the

Uniton Government;
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(vil) Any speech or hearing impaired individual or a
person subfering Irom any other disability who is
considered o be a vulnerable witness by the

Court;

(vii) Any olher wimess deemed to be vulnerable by the
Court.

Waiting Arca —refers 10 a safe place For the vulnerable

witnesses where they can wait; equipped with toys,

books, TV, cte. in order 10 help them lower their

anxiety.

General principles to be followed — While dealing with the

vulnerable witnesses guiding principles mentioned below

shall be followed, as far as feasible:

The vulnerable wimesses shall receive high priority and
shall  be  handled, as expeditiously as possible,
mimmizing  unnccessary  delays  and  for  the same
purpose, court schedule may be altered.

1o protect the nght to privacy and to minimize harm or
secondary victimization ol the witness, the Court shall
ensure that hes/her evidence shall be recorded in-camera
proccedings. IFor the same purposc, the Court may order
excluding all or any person from the court room or
allow any particular person 1o have access to. or be or
remain in, the court room.

The Court  shall ensure w0 provide comlortable
cnvironment for the witess by issuing appropriate

dircctions  and  aiso by supervising  the  location,

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movement and deportiment of all persons in the court
room. The place Trom which the witness westifics may be
rearvanged 0 Facilitae s/her wstimony in such a way
that opposite party and his/her counsel have a frontal
view ol the witness. To create appropraic enviromment,
the Judge/Magistrate may absolve himselt/herselt from

wearing judicial robes.

The Cownrt shall ensure that the developmental necds ol

the wiiness  are idenufied,  recognized  and
accommodated in the arrangement of the court room.

In making any order under these guidelines. the Count
shall consider the devclopmental level of the witness.
the nature of crime, the nature of hisfher testumony
regarding the crime, hisfher relationship to the accused
and to persons attending the trial and his/her desires.

To make the vulnerable witness comforable. the Coun
shall ensure that the waiting area tor the witness along
with the support person and his/her lawyer. i any, is
separate Irom the waiting area or room used by other
persons.

The Court shall ensure that proccedings relevant to the
testimony of a vulncrable witness are conducted in
stmple language comprehensible 0 the witness, and
demeanor  and  gesture  of  the witness  shall  be
appropriately recorded in the deposition.

It the witness needs the assistance ol support person,

facilitator or any other assistance as provided in these

E
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guidelines, same should be provided him/her free of

charge.

(9  These Guidelines ::|.r(-.- general  recommendations 1o
subserve the ends ol justice and are intended to assist
presiding officer in achicving the cnds of justice. The
method and manner of proceedings and recording of
testimony  shall be  dependent upon the facts and
circumstances ol cach and cvery case, keeping in mind
nterest of vulnerable witness.

Pre-trial visit - A vulnerable witness along with the support

person may be allowed a pre-ial Court visit including

locations of’ court officials. wimness box and public in gallery
ete. to enable him/her to familiarize with the layout of the

Court, court procedure and facilities available in the Court. It

may nclude discussion with Judge/Magisrate and prosecutor;

and demonstrations of any special measures 1o dispel the fear,
trauma and anxiety in connection with the prospective

deposition at Court,

Pre-trial mecting -- The Judge/Magistrate may, suo mofu or
on request, meet a valnerable wimess lor explaining the court
process inorder 10 help ha/him in understanding  the
procedure and giving best evidence. This meeting may be

conducted in the presence of the prosccutor and the delence
tawyer ar for the reasons ta be recorded, in therr absence.

Special measures direction — The Cowt may dircet as 10
which, special measure will be used 0 assist a particular

wilness in providing the best evidence. Such directions may




be discharged or varied during the proceedings.

Y. Legal assistance  The Court may swe moto or on requeslt,
provide legal assistance w0 the vulnerable witness, 1 it
considers the assignment ol a tawver will be in the best

interest ol the witness.
H.  Appointment of support person

(1) 1fa vulnerable witness is below the age ol I8 vears or
sulfers from any physical or mental disability, the Court,
suo mot or on an application, may appoint or permit a
support person for the wimess and the Court should be
Hexible i making  such appomtment  or  granting

Permission.

(2)  The support person may also be the person who has
been enlisted in the register maintained by the District
Child Protection Unit under rule 3(1) ol the Protection

of Children trom Sexual Offences Rules, 2020. In the

appointment, preference may be given o the choice of

the  witness  subjeet  to histher best imerest and

developmental level,

Il.  Extentofsupport to be provided by support person

(1)  Generally, the support person shall be present in the.

court room while recording ol testimony of the witness.
He/she should be within the view and should not
completely obscure the witness from the view ol the
oppostic  party, counsel of the parties and  the

Judge/Magistrate.

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The Couwrt may allow the support person to provide
cmotional support o the witness in the course of the

proceedings,

The Court shall instruct the support person not 1o

influence the testimony of the witness in any way.

The testimony of support person to be recorded prior

Testimony of the support person. il he/she is also a witness of

that proceeding, may be recorded prior to the testimony of the

vulnerable witness.

The facilitator may also be the person who has been
enlisted in the register maintained by the District Child
Protection Unit under rule 5(1) of the Protection of
Children trom Sexual Offences Rules. 2020.

[ the wiess is unable 10 understand the questions
asked to him/her during testimony, it shall be the duty of

the facilitator 1o explain the same in such words or by
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such mode comprehensible o the witness and which

Appropriate hours of testimony and recess  Testimony of
the vulnerable withess should be taken during a time of day
when the witness is well-rested and the Court may allow
reasonable periods of rehief while undergoing depositions, as

ollen as necessary, depending on his/her developmental need.

Descriptive Aid - The Court mav permit the vulncrable

witness 1o use descriptive aid while deposing.

No adverse inference (o be drawn - - No adverse inference
shall be drawn on the basis that the vulnerable withess has
been provided any benefit of a special mcasure to assist

him/her in deposition.
Videography of testimony —

(1) 1 the valnerable witness is a deal and dumb or unable 1o
speak or hear, he/she may be administered oath by
approprialc means and with the assistance of the support
person or the facilitator, as the case may be. However, il
the wimess s capable w read and write. it 18 most
desirabie 1o adopt that mcthod for oath or recording

evidence other than any sign language.

(2) I the estimony of the vulnerable wimess is required 1o
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be taken in sign language, it should be videographed
subject to provisions ol the applicable law or rule. The
hardwarce, video conterencing unit or any other compulter
with camera facility available in the court room may be
used for such videography. For the purpose, separate lists
lor district and tehsil headquarters may be prepared by
every district court in the form ol a panel of suitable
cmployees of that establishment. Such emplovees may

be provided tramning, 1f required.

10 1s not possible to take services of the employees
under the above clause. services mayv be outsourced.
While outsourcing, elforts should be made 1o procure the
services from the persons enlisted in the Public Relation
Departiment of Government of Macdhva Pradesh at the

rate approved by that department.

23, Testimony through video conferencing —

In cases, where the vulnerable witness docs .nol reside
ncar the court point and authentic video conferencing
facility is available nearer to his/her place ol residence,
his/her evidence should, preferably, be recorded by
video conferencing. Mowever, in child tratticking
matters, where victim child resides at a long distance,
his/her  cvidence  must  be  recorded by video
conferencing.

As far as practicable, all  protections  mentioned
hercinbefore, shall be available 10 the wvulnerable

witness, while recording of evidence through video

i

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conlcrencing irrespective of the Fact that hefshe is at
cowt point or remote point. In the later situation,
adhcrence o these guidelines may be ensured at remote
point through Remote Point Coordinator.
The Remote Point Coordinator may be a person who is
nominated as Remote Point Coordinator under any law
or rules. A retired Judicial Officer or the Sceretary,
District l.egal Services Authority or any other suitable
person may also be nominated 1o do the work of Remote
Point Coordinator by the trial Court.
tn cases. where the cvidence is to be recorded through
video conlerencing, in addition to other details required
by any applicable law or ruies, the summons shall also
include the name and conlact details of the Remotc
Point Coordinator, and shall specity that the witness can
scek legal aid or other assistance through the Sceretary,
District Legal Service  Authority, it required. For
recording testimony  through video conferencing, the
Court shall be guided by video conlerencing rules.
It should be ensured in the matters of child witnesses
that a police officer shall be present outside the remote
point so that the wimess may not come in contact with
the accused or any relative of the accused.
The Remote Point Coordinator shall take all possible
measurcs and seck the assistance ot the support person

Lo ensure that the witness 1s comforiable.
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24, Testimony through Live Link where witness present in

Court -

(1) When the Court is satisfied that there s a substanual
likelihood that the vulnerable witness prﬁscnl m the
Court would not provide a full and candid account of
evidence in the presence ol the accused, histher counscel
or the prosecutor, the Court may, on its own motion or
on an application, order that the testimony of the witness
be taken from a room other than the Court room and be
televised by hve-link to the couwrt room where only

persons permitted by the court shall be present.

(2)  In order to take a decision, the Judge/Magistrate may
question the witness i chamber or at any comtortable
place other than the court room, in the presence or
abscnce of the support person, prosccutor and counsel
for the parucs.

Where evidence of the witness is recorded by audio-
video clectronic means or video-graphed, that audio-
video shall be accessible only for inspection subject 1o

applicable law or rules.

Belore mspection of any document including electronic
devices and audio-video of evidence recorded by audio-
video electronic means, by the authorized person, the
Court shall ensure that he/she docs not carry any
device/electronic device, including mobile phone which
may have the capability of copying or wansferring the
clectronic record thercol or mutating the contents of the

clectronic device in any manner,
