Sub: Direction regarding uniformly and promptly reporting of critical incidents
occurring within judicial districts.

On the subject cited above, it is being informed that the attention of Hon’ble
High Court is drawn towards the fact that critical incidents occurring within
judicial districts are not being uniformly or promptly reported to the Hon’ble High
Court/Registry. This deficiency in communication creates a significant impediment

to the High Court’s oversight functions and supervisory responsibilities, fostering
an unacceptable perception of factual suppression.

Also, frequently, it is found that no information pertaining to misbehaviour
and even murder of lawyer and beating of litigants is being informed by the
Principal District & Sessions Judges concerned, but the same actually came to the
knowledge of the High Court from remote sources. Such an act and conduct on
your part is questionable and such omissions constitute a grave and serious
dereliction of duty.

As directed, pursuant to the Hon’ble High Court’s inherent supervisory
jurisdiction, you are, instructed to ensure immediate and comprehensive reporting
to the High Court about any incident involving members of the Bar, Judicial
Officers, Court employees or litigants. This obligation extends to all incidents
occurring within the court premises or in any other location. Strict adherence to this
directive is paramount to enable the High Court to undertake timely and
appropriate interventions. Failure in compliance with this mandate, constituting
derelication of this express directive and breach of duty of transparent disclosure,
may be viewed with extreme gravity and may unequivocally invite stringent

. % disciplinary and punitive measures.

Therefore, you all are hereby directed to bring all such incidents to the
knowledge of the Hon’ble High Court through Registrar General forthwith without

any delay. .
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
